The hypothesis that fear and avoidance of the sea 
were especially pronounced among certain peoples 
of the Mediterranean in particular phases of their 
history has repeatedly been voiced in extra-scientific 
public discourse. Such suppositions, however, easily 
result in rash generalisations. Against this backdrop, 
the workshop of the Société Internationale des 
Historiens de la Méditerranée (SIHMED) aims at 
proposing a critical appraisal of such assumptions. 
Papers will contribute to the study of both empirical 
evidence and discursive constructions of maritime 
fear in Mediterranean contexts through the Middle 
Ages and Modern period.
